Student Started Volunteer Group After 9/11
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ATHENS, Greece -- While one Lake County High School student vacations at the Olympic Games in Athens, Greece, with her family, she's also promoting her volunteer organization, Culture For Youth. 

"The Olympics are a great way to connect with people from different cultures," said Eunice Buhler. 
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The 15-year-old speaks fluent Greek, founded a youth volunteer organization, was named the top high school volunteer in Illinois and wants to become an ambassador.

Buhler is in Athens to promote Culture For Youth. She's handing out buttons and talking to people about their culture and the Olympics.
